Militarism The build up of soldiers and weapons (otherwise known as an arms race)
meant that countries were all ready for war when it did break out. This means they
are less likely to avoid war.

Alliances The alliance system meant that countries would be supported by their
allies if war were to break out. This made it more likely for a country to be involved
in war.

Imperialism The building of an empire by owning and controlling countries who
were not as powerful let to some countries resorting to terrorist methods in order to
fight back.

Nationalism The people living in a country being proud and willing to defend it
made it easier to gather an army to fight in a war.
