Places in the N.W are upland areas, have high
annual rainfall and are more sparsely populated.
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Push factors — Bad things that make you want to leave the
place where you live.
Pull factors — Good things that attract you to a place.

Birth rate - The number of babies born per 1,000 per year
Migration — This is when people move to live in a different place
Death rate — The number of people who die per 1,000 per year
Natural increase — When the birth rate is higher than the death rate
